Last Friday before he
went in for his blood transfusion, his red cell count was 19, it should
be over 30. Today it only got as high as 21, so on Saturday he will
have to have another transfusion and probably will have them on a
frequent basis, at least until they can find out what's going on. He
will also have to go in for blood draws twice a week now instead of
once. The good news is they are not seeing any cancer, YE-
AAAAAAA. They took bone marrow last week as well and it seems
he has some sort of infection going on there, he named it a parvo
virus, (normally you find this in dogs), not my wording but the doc's.
He is a great doctor and is continuing to do tests to see just what is
going on and why.. Vern's spirits are up but he is still very very tired
and gets out of breath very easy, he is a champ. We would like to
thank all of you for all your calls, e-mails, cards, thoughts and
prayers. That means the world to all of us. Keep those prayers go-
ing they are very powerful and are working...
