For December 
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The latest on Brother Vern’s progress (courtesy of Shirley & Merlin Endres):  

It's been several weeks now since we've sent you an update, so we thought we would get you caught up 
through the end of 2009 and let you know the forecast for upcoming milestones. 
First of all, Vern and family had a very good holiday season.  He was discharged from the hospital on the af-
ternoon of 12/24, and was able to spend Christmas eve and day with his family...and he really didn't feel that 
sick, so he said.  He has been doing really well this time around, with very little side effects from the chemo 
this time.  He has been going to the clinic about every other day, and has had three transfusions of platelets, 
and about as many of whole blood too.  This will probably continue for another week or so, and then will 
probably taper off as his blood "heals".  He has had no elevated temperature this time, which was a major 
problem previously.  So things are looking good...so good he was bragging to me today that he was starting 
to get some facial hair back.  That will more than likely be short-lived as the next phase of the process begins 
soon. 
Now for what’s coming up.  The next big tentative date is 1/20.  On that date, Vern and Laurie (and probably 
Stacey and John) and Doris Geber, his donor (sister) will meet with the medical team.  This consultation will 
begin the planning and processes for the rest of this whole procedure.  I'm speculating here, but I would 
imagine it will include plans and dates for such things as marrow biopsies, physicals, and any number of 
other procedures leading up the big event.  All of this will span about 2 1/2 weeks.  On about 2/5 Vern will 
again be admitted to University Hospital to begin the (hopefully) last round of chemo or radiation, or both. 
(Damn...there goes the facial hair again.) This will take about 5 or 6 days, leading up to the actual marrow 
stem cell harvest from the donor and transplant tentatively scheduled for 2/11. 
When this milestone is reach, Vern will be cured.  It will probably take anywhere from 6 to 12 months for him 
to fully recover from all this, but based on his history, he seems to do much better than expected in the recov-
ery process.  I'm sure there will continue to be numerous biopsies and lab tests throughout that period to 
make sure all is as expected.  And when all is finished, this will definitely be a very happy and blessed New 
Year, one we all will owe prayers of thanksgiving, equal to those when we asked for his cure.
